The Menifee Valley primarily serves as a bedroom community for people
working in north San Diego County, Temecula, Riverside, and Orange County. A new 790MW natural gas
electrical generation plant was recently built (2004) just 1-mile west of the subject. The new plant is
located in an Industrial use corridor that stretches from the subject property westerly to the 215 Freeway.

Road dedications to the City of Menifee are required as a condition of development for the expansion of the
SCE Menifee Service Center, located at the southeast corner of McKinley Road and Hwy 74. The
dedications will allow for the eventual widening of McKinley Road, Ethanac Road (Hwy 74), Menifee
Road, and the new Biscayne Drive.

Cost Approach — The Cost Approach is based in part on a replacement cost new
of improvements less depreciation. The portion of the subject to be dedicated is
unimproved (considered future street area). In addition, these transactions are
driven by agencies. There is no market, or market participants for these
dedication and reservations. For these reasons, the Cost Approach is considered
not applicable or appropriate.

Income Capitalization Approach — The Income Approach is based on an
analysis of income produced from the property and expenses to the property.

Market Data discussion:

Recent land sales and listings were researched with similar land use as the subject on CoStar, Land
Vision & Loopnet. There were limited sales of larger parcels of vacant industrial land. The
downturn in the economy has halted large parcels of land being purchased by developers. Instead,
the smaller parcels are sold that can be more easily developed. Considering that the property in
the vicinity of the subject is smaller parcels, using this data is appropriate. Consideration was also
given for the larger size of the subject that usually results in a smaller unit value. The data is
limited to the nearby Menifee Valley. The sales range from $2.48 per square foot to $7.48 per
square foot, with a listing at $5.09 per square foot. Current market transactions are nearly non-
existent. A search of comparable listings revealed average Days On Market (DOM) of 792 days
(1.92 years). Sales 2 & 3 were given the most weight due to transaction date, while the rest of the
data were given secondary considerations. The listings show the existing general malaise of the
industrial land market and indicate that a lower number within the sales range is warranted.

Reservations (Easement):

The typical appraisal method for valuing partial interests (as this easement), is the before and after
method. In this method, the appraiser values the larger parcel before the taking (or easement) is
implied, and then again after the easement is assumed to be in place. The difference (if any) is the
amount attributed to the easement and is the value due to the owner. However, when lesser
takings, or grants, are involved where such a before and after value would likely be nominal (due
to impact, location, etc.) another approach and formula is often applied.

This formula estimates the value of the part taken (as a part of the whole), adds damages to the
larger parcel (if any), subtracts special benefits (if any), and the difference is the value of the
property interest in question. This method is based on the knowledge that property ownership is
known as a “bundle of rights,” where an ownership can be divided into separate sticks that
comprise the “bundle.” For example, certain sticks or rights represent the right to use the surface
of the land, or the air rights around an airport, or the subsurface rights to acquire the right to run a
pipeline. This latter method has been deemed appropriate and is used in this report. There were
no damages or special benefits as a result of this easement.

Easement percentage of fee: Based on the use to which the reservation (easement) will be put and
the property rights imposed by the reservation of the utility easement, an appropriate percentage
deduction to the previously concluded fee simple value of the property will be estimated. The loss
in value has been quantified based on an apportionment of the impact on the subsurface, surface
and air right estates of the property. The contributory value of the easement is roughly 75% of the
concluded per unit value of the fee value for the property. Reasoning is provided as follows:

75% of fee: The “bundle of rights” of any ownership can be roughly divided into 3 areas:
subsurface rights, surface rights and aerial rights. The percentages of fee commonly attributed to
the areas are 25% subsurface, 50% surface, and 25% aerial.

The proposed reservation will be located along and under future streets and highway right of way.
It is assumed the reservation for the utility easement will affect the overhead and underground
rights and will significantly encumber the fee ownership. Based on the location of the proposed
areas, it is assign a percentage of the unencumbered fee value of 75%.

Reconciliation:

The sales noted above exhibit recent market activity for vacant land in the greater area of the
subject property. Qualitative adjustments for location date of sale and physical characteristics
were considered. Taking these factors into consideration, and weighing the appropriateness,
quantity and quality of the data to support a value, it is my conclusion that the sales were
determined to be applicable comparable unit values of the unencumbered land. Based on the
subject’s utility, topography, location, and parcel size, the subject is anticipated to be at the
midrange of value per square foot. Considering the information provided, it is my opinion that the
unit value for the unencumbered fee interest for the subject property is $4.00 per square foot.

Opinion of Value of the Strips without the reservation

Area x Value per unit = Value of Dedication
140,298.73 SF x $4.00/SF = $561,195

The easement reservation provides no direct benefit to the subject remainder parcel that can be
quantified. The proposed reservation (easement terms) is opined to represent 75 percent of the
unencumbered fee simple rights from the land. Minimal use of the area affected by the reservation
is left to the grantor by the virtue of the reservation terms. As such, it is my professional opinion
that 75% of otherwise fee value of the land area within the part take proposed by the easement is
lost to the grantor. The grantor retains 25% of the rights.

Exposure Time
One of the implicit conditions of market value is that a reasonable time is allowed for exposure in
the open market.
